


Rocks, Caves and Shopping

7:00 to 8:30am – Enjoy breakfast in the Hickory Dining Room.

9:00 am – Depart to Seneca Rocks, one of the best-known landmarks in West Virginia. This 
area was long been noted as a scenic attraction and are popular with rock climbers — but 
no time for rock climbing today.  

You’re back on board for a short drive to Smoke Hole Caverns and Gift Shop and a 45-
minute guided tour  of incredible formations such as Helectites that defy gravity, the Artesian 
Spring, Flowstone Dome, picturesque Rainbow Falls and much more.  

Then, depart for Petersburg, WV where you will enjoy lunch at the Hermitage Inn and a 
shopping excursion at the South Side Depot and Peddlers Crossing. Next stop is the Spring 
Run Fish Hatchery, home of the Golden Rainbow Trout — an awesome sight to see!

6:00am – Return to Canaan Valley Resort and enjoy dinner in the Hickory Dining Room. After dinner, take a leisurely walk around the park and 
absorb the beautiful scenery and wildlife, or spend a relaxing evening in the Laurel Lounge.

Nestled in the mountains of West Virginia, Cass Scenic Railroad State Park offers excursions that transport you back in time to relive an era when 
steam-driven locomotives were an essential part of everyday life. Trips to Cass are filled with rich histories of the past, unparalleled views of a vast 
wilderness area, and close-up encounters with the sights and sounds of original steam-driven locomotives.

Daily excursions begin May 28, 2010 through October 23, 2010.  Daily schedules vary throughout the summer with train departing to:

Whittaker Station is located four miles up the track from Cass. At Whittaker Station you have the opportunity to leave the train and enjoy a 
breathtaking view of a vast wilderness area. Visitors can rest, eat lunch, and take a tour of the authentic logging camp recreated by the volunteers 
of the Mountain State Railroad & Logging Historical Association.  Round trip is approximately 2 hours.

Bald Knob, at an elevation of 4,842 feet, is the third highest point in West Virginia. Located 11 miles up the mountain from Cass, the train ride 
round-trip takes 4 ½ hours. The Bald Knob area has a climate similar to Canada and is abundant in plants typical to the Canadian wilderness. The 
spectacular view from atop the overlook at Bald Knob provides a view into two states. The train will stop at Whittaker station for about 20 minutes 
for a rest stop, to purchase a beverage or snack at the concession stand, or to take a tour of the recreated log camp.

Spruce is the site of a once bustling town, built in 1905 to meet the needs of the woodsmen working in the timber atop Cheat Mountain. It was at 
one time was the highest town, and certainly one of the coldest as well, in the east, and was accessible only by train. Today there is little evidence 
left of the original wooden structures. The site is along the beautiful Shaver’s Fork of the Cheat. The train ride round trip is 4 ½ hours. It will also visit 
the Big Cut, the highest point on a standard gauge mainline railway in the east, and will stop at Whittaker Station.

After you trip, stop by the Cass Historical Museum, Company Store, Shay Railroad Gift Shop, Last Run 
Restaurant, Cass Showcase or take an interpretive tour of the locomotive repair shops and the town 
of Cass.

Special events and dinner trains include Murder Mystery , Fiddles & Vittles, Harvest Day and 
Halloween Train. Lunch and dinner options are available to complete your day.
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
