Walk Dates: June 11, 2011 and August 20, 2011  

 
Canaan Valley Resort invites you to join us for the Blackwater River Canyon/ Douglas Falls. The event has been 
planned so that families, groups, and individuals can enjoy outdoor, nature-oriented activities at West Virginia State 
Parks. This will be a leisurely, casual guided walk. Everyone must stay in a group – no speed walkers, please.  
 
The registration fee includes shuttle service from Canaan Valley Resort State Park to the abandoned coke ovens. Then 
back to Canaan Valley Resort & State Park from Hendricks. We suggest bringing your own food, snacks and water.  
 
REGISTRATION 
A registration fee of $15 for adults, $10 for children (ages 6-12) is required to participate. Pre-registration is 
recommended using the form below or you may register Friday 12:30pm – 8:30pm  in the Beech Club, Canaan Valley 
Resort Main Lodge, or prior to walk on Saturday morning 7am – 8:30am in the Beech Club, Canaan Valley Resort 
Main Lodge.  Shuttle will leave front of Main Lodge at 9am on Saturday morning.  
 
Blackwater River Canyon 
The 10 mile walk from the abandoned coke ovens, Douglas Falls, junctions of North Fork Blackwater River and the 
main river, across from Lindy Point, down the canyon through mixed hardwood forest. We will start at 10am on 
Saturday. The average walking time is approximately four hours.

A shuttle bus will transport walkers from Canaan Valley to the abandoned coke ovens at 9am Saturday 
morning and back to Canaan Valley Resort & State Park between 3pm and 6pm. The shuttle bus may be 
boarded at the front of the Main Lodge, Canaan Valley Resort State Park.  
 
10 miles in length, the trail is easy and very rural - once you have started there is no way out. Elevation 
changes are approximately 1290 feet. The use of hiking boots or cross-country walking shoes is 
recommended.
